2.Quotes and samples for tables and curtains. Curtains:- Quotes are available with samples. Material and colour to 
be chosen  by SM,AM, SD and TW then ordered by Tan W                Action by Tan W 
Tables:- Quotes are also available for these.6 foot diameter, flat stacking, proposed to buy 10 off at discounted price 
of £70 each. A trolley is needed. The table weight, a picture of the trolley to be circulated. The final decision taken 
next month.

3. Kitchen ceiling lowering. CP and MDM looked on site. Very rough guide price:- £2.5K to £3K. The kitchen 
ceiling a third of way down long window, being above the boxed in services. One or two steps in upstairs room. 
It was agreed that 3 quotes would be needed and that it should be added onto the Priority list. 
4. Optimise kitchen store room space. Dispose of the old glass washer. To decide what to keep in it? Fit more  
racking, remove redundant items.  
5. Blocked drain and front of hall leaking guttering. CP had cleaned the drain and gutter. Gutter above the 
porch has leaky joints, these run onto porch roof. Could be replaced but, are nod considered urgent. 
Identified urgent repair work. To flag out the collapsing gas bottle standing, CP could arrange to supply 4off  3ft*3ft 
flags  and  build up drain gully level. MDM is exploring better means oil tank filling.
